Alvingham and Ticklepenny Locks

Of the eight locks along Louth Canal, no two locks

are of the same dimensions and six of the eight

locks are of a barrel-sided construction. These had

four bays on each side with wooden ties where they

met, designed to strengthen them against the

pressure of the surrounding land. The gates on the

locks of the canal have long been removed.

The Louth Canal Alvingham Lock has a wharf adjacent to it which is

at Alvingham in good condition as can be seen from the modern

bridge over it. Ticklepenny Lock was named after
Alfred Ticklepenny, a lock keeper and toll collector
in the early 19th century.
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
