
In Ore of Our Past 
A circular walk of 5 miles from Nettleton village 
The route is waymarked with a nettle leaf symbol. 

 
1 The start is from the free car park on the road from Nettleton towards 

Normanby le Wold. Grid Reference TF 111 991.  
   
  From the car park, go left downhill. (For a shorter route, from the car 

park continue down the road and turn right down the Viking Way 
track. Join the walk at 4.) 

  
2 Turn left up a track and follow the permissive path. At the top of the 

hill turn right and go along the ridge top.  
   
3 Follow the permissive path down to the road, and turn right. Turn 

right again at the Salutation Inn and go through the village past the 
post office and church.  

   
4 Follow the road to the right and turn left down the track marked as 

the Viking Way.  
  
5 Stay on the Viking Way footpath, leaving the bridleway.  
   
  Follow the path through the valley.  
  
6 At the end turn right on a bridleway that leads you to a road.  
  
7 Turn right on the road and return to the car park.  
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
